Jorden
Brinkert won the ‘A’ Feature and relative newcomer, Drew Hosner, won the ‘B’ Feature, his first
feature win at the Zoo. Dave Leonard Jr. drove to a fast time of 15.226 in the Outlaw FWD and
defending champion Pete Doxey took the checkered flag. In the Street Stock, it was Shawn
Amore making the trip from Plymouth, Indiana who walked away with both fast time (14.789)
and the Feature win. Budd Hybels won the Last Chance Race. Austin Maynard took fast time
(13.791) in the Template Late Models and Chris Shannon earned the Feature win. The
Intimidator 100 for the Outlaw Super Late Models sported a full field of 24. Defending Kalamazoo
Klash champion, Tyler Roahrig, also from Plymouth, Indiana matched Shawn Amore’s feat and
took fast time (12.889) plus the Feature, wresting the race from Adam Terry who led most of

the race. Fireworks capped off the evening.
