Race fans will notice a number of changes and improvements when they return. There is quite a list 

actually. Flush toilets are coming to the pits! The building that housed the men’s and women’s restrooms 

near the ticket windows now houses solely the women’s restrooms. The set of restrooms located 

closer to Marty Jones’ Gift Shop is now solely the men’s.  The grill is being expanded and moved toward 

the parking lot so the line to the grill doesn’t block the midway. A new Snack Shop is under 

construction. The entrance road is being repaved as is the midway, some of the sidewalks and of course, 

the infield.  Many of the skyboxes have been recarpeted and painted plus both staircases to the front 

stretch skyboxes are being replaced.  All 16-person skyboxes now have a bathroom.  As in past years, 

bleacher boards that had seen better days were replaced.  Randy Ritchey, who is purchasing the track 

and making most of the improvements, has got quite the job ahead of him to pull everything together by 

the Season Opener. We think most folks will be impressed with what’s been done by the time we go 

green on July 3. We will see you at the races!
